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Article 131 In order to contribute to preventing delinquency and crime in the
local community, in addition to providing the necessary information, advice,
and other such support for consultations about various issues on delinquency
and crime initiated by juveniles, custodians, and other such persons which
necessitate specialized knowledge and technique, the director of a juvenile
classification home is to provide technical advice and other such necessary
support at the request of an organization or entity involved in preventing
delinquency and crime.

Chapter V Penal Provisions
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Article 132 An inmate (but only one falling under a category of the person
prescribed in Article 97 of the Penal Code (Act No. 45, 1907)) who has been
released pursuant to the provisions of Article 79, paragraph (2), and
subsequently has failed to appear at a juvenile classification home or the
specified location in violation of the provisions of Article 79, paragraph (3) is
subject to imprisonment for not more than one year.
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
