also impede fair transactions in the wood market, is to promote sustainable
and sound development of the wood industry with consideration for the
conservation of the natural environment by specifying basic matters for
promoting the distribution and use of legally harvested wood and wood
products and taking measures, etc., to ensure the use of legally harvested wood
and wood products by wood-related business entities, thereby contributing to
the conservation of the local and global environment.
