Article 1 In light of the current situation whereby debris that drift ashore, etc.
has a serious impact on the conservation of good coastal landscapes and
environments and the conservation of the marine environments, and the fact
that a large amount of debris that drift ashore, etc. is generated in the case of
large-scale natural disasters, the purpose of this Act is to define basic
principles for the measures required for the smooth treatment of debris that
drift ashore, etc. and the measures required for the control of its generation
(hereinafter referred to as "measures against debris that drift ashore'), to
clarify the relevant responsibilities of the national government, local
governments, business operators and citizens, and also to define necessary
matters to promote the basic policy defined by the national government and
other measures against debris that drift ashore, thus comprehensively and
effectively promote measures against debris that drift ashore, and thereby

contribute to securing the wholesome and cultured lives for present and future
