processing for obtaining the same level of target distinguishing accuracy as a
large-aperture sensor by using the Doppler effect of the received signal
observed along the trace of the satellite orbiting earth) on the received
signal; the same applies hereinafter);

wavelength band of 49 or more, in the ultraviolet, visible light, near-infrared
