Chapter XII Miscellaneous Provisions
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Article 134 (1) Miscellaneous schools are to provide education similar to school
education, other than those set forth in Article 1 (except what is provided in
other laws for providing the relevant education, and what provides specialized
training college education provided in Article 124).
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(2) Provisions of the first sentence of Article 4, paragraph (1) e, Articles 5

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through 44 apply mutatis mutandis to miscellaneous schools. In this case, the
term "schools set forth in the following items" in the first sentence of Article 4,
paragraph (1) shall be deemed to be replaced with "miscellaneous schools
established by municipalities or private miscellaneous schools", the term
"persons prescribed in each relevant item" shall be deemed to be replaced with
"the prefectural board of education or prefectural governor", the term "to the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology in the case of a
private university or college of technology (KOSEN), and to the prefectural
governor in the case of a private school other than a university or college of
technology (KOSEN)" in Article 10 shall be deemed to be replaced with "to the
prefectural governor"; the term "any school listed in the items of Article 4,
