1 Background )

O After the stocks of Pacific bluefin tuna hit a historic low around 2010, resource controls based on the
internationally strict Total Allowable Catch (TAC) have been enforced, and so the stocks are in the process of
recovery.

O Under these circumstances, there has recently been a case of Pacific bluefin tuna being distributed in violation of
TAC reporting requirements, and so there is an urgent need to strengthen the control.

O Therefore, the Act mandates measures such as controlling of each fish at the time of TAC reporting, transmitting
required information and retaining records at every step of transactions, and developing new penalties, for each
Pacific bluefin tuna, which has a high economic value.

@Allow for immediate administrative orders to anchor to be issued in the event
that a TAC reporting obligation has been violated and there is a likelihood
that such violations will continue. (Articles 27 and 34)

(2) Other necessary amendments will be implemented, including the
establishment of new penalties for violating orders to install
tracking equipment for fishing vessels and their operating
locations.
