Outline of the Act Partially Amending the Act on the Advancement of Government
Administration Processes That Use Information and Communications Technology

In order to promote the construction of information systems that are swift, flexible, maintain information
security and are highly cost-effective, the national government will take the lead in developing a government
cloud and facilitate the use of cloud services by the national government and local governments and other public
entities.

Until FY 2024, the national government covered the costs of local government use of Government Cloud as a
national demonstration project, but from FY 2025 onwards, local governments and other users will bear the
usage fees on their own according to their use. Accordingly, in order to obtain the maximum bulk discount from
CSPs, the national government will collect the usage fees and pay them in a lump sum, and will develop the
legal foundation necessary to achieve the aforementioned goal (i.e., develop provisions regarding deposits).
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Content of specific provisions

In order to promote the effective and efficient development and operation of information systems related to the
implementation of the affairs of the national government or local governments that make appropriate and
effective use of cloud services, the Act requires the Prime Minister to take the necessary measures to enable
joint use of cloud services by the national government and users other than the national government, and to
develop provisions regarding the retention of money when joint use takes place.

In order to promote the development and operation of public information systems* that make appropriate and
effective use of cloud services, the government must take the necessary measures to enable the national
government and users other than the national government to jointly use cloud services.

*(Information systems related to the implementation of the affairs of the national government or local governments)
Obligations and duties to make efforts of administrative organs to consider the use of
Government Cloud
When national administrative organs intend to develop a public information system, they must consider the
prospect of using Government Cloud developed by the measures in (1) from the perspective of effective and efficient

development and operation and other perspectives, and develop the public information system based on the results
of that consideration.

Administrative organs other than national administrative organs are required to make efforts (to consider use, etc.)
to the same extent as above.

To support the consideration of use, etc., the national government will implement necessary measures such as
providing information etc. (specified as an obligation of the national government).

Development of provisions regarding the retention of money related to the joint use of cloud
services by users other than the national government

If the Digital Agency's contract with the Cloud Service Provider (CSP) for the use of Government Cloud provides
that Government Cloud usage fee to be paid to the CSP by a person other than the national government is first to

be paid to the Digital Agency, and then delivered to the CSP by the Digital Agency, the cloud usage fee may be
retained by the Digital Agency.

In addition)to the above, develop prescribed provisions (e.g., amend the Act on the Establishment of the Digital
