Outline of the Act Partially Amending the Copyright Act

{ Purpose of the Amendment J

This Bill aims to amend the Copyright Act to ensure the fair use and appropriate protection of
copyrighted works, etc. by establishing regulations for allowing libraries, etc. to distribute
digital copies of copyrighted works to the public, and by applying measures to facilitate
handling the use of copyrighted works, etc. used in broadcasts in the same way for live
broadcast material simultaneously distributed online which includes copyrighted material.

(3¢) Includes repeat broadcasts and time-limited repeat broadcasts in addition to simultaneous
distribution of live broadcast material online.

Make it possible to send sections of
copyrighted work by e-mail etc.

<Details of Measures>

@ Expand the "provisions on the restriction of rights" (e.g. the broadcasting of school education programs) that stipulate
that copyrighted works can be used without permission to cover live broadcasts simultaneously distributed online, etc.

@ Establish a "presumption of permission rule" that presumes that the copyright holder has permitted use not
only for broadcasting but also for live broadcasts simultaneously distributed online, etc., unless the right holder has
made a special manifestation of intention when making a contract to allow the use of broadcast programs.

® Facilitate the use of "records (audio) and live demonstrations (singing and performances of recorded audio
material)" for live broadcasts simultaneously distributed online, etc., which are difficult to obtain permission for due
to lack of a system of centralized management, etc.
= Require the broadcaster to pay the copyright holder without the need for prior permission.

@ Facilitate the use of “video demonstrations (actor performances, etc.)” for live broadcasts simultaneously
online, etc. of previously-broadcast programs, which are difficult to obtain permission for due to lack of a system of
centralized management, etc.
= Require the broadcaster to pay the copyright holder without the need for prior permission.

® Expand coverage of the "system allowing the use of copyrighted works, etc. through a ruling of the Agency for
Cultural Affairs" to cover live broadcasts simultaneously distributed online, etc. if an agreement between the
broadcaster and the copyright holder has not been reached.
