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Outline of the Law to Partially Amend the Act on the Use of Numbers to Identify a Specific Individual in Administrative Procedures

The experience of the recent measures against COVID-19 has brought to light the need for drastic digitization in society. From the perspective of
improving convenience for citizens with regard to Individual Number, “My Number”, and ID Card, “My Number Card”, the Act on the Use of Numbers
to Identify a Specific Individual in Administrative Procedures ("My Number Act") and related Acts shall be partially amended.

Key Points of the Amendments]
1. Expansion of the Scope of Use of Individual Number

(My Number Act, Residential Basic Book Act)

As a principle, promote the use of Individual Number in administrative _
procedures other than those related to social security system, taxation
system, and disaster response.
*Addition of specific administrative procedures that can use Individual Number must pass through legal
amendment as in the past.

Specifically, the use of Individual Number is to be allowed in national
licenses and qualifications (such as barber, cosmetologist, small vessel
pilot, architect, etc.), automobile registration, and permission related to
the status of residence.

Reducing attached documents in the various administrative procedures.

2. Revision of provisions related to the use of Individual

Number and personal information exchange

4. Promoting obtaining and use of Individual Number Cards

(My Number Act, Japanese Public Key Infrastructure Act, Residential Basic Book Act, Post Office Handling Act)

Enable diplomatic establishments abroad to perform administrative procedures
related to issuing of Individual Number Cards, electronic certificates, to the
Japanese who moving out of Japan.

Post offices designated by municipalities will also be able to accept applications for
the issuance of Individual Number Cards.

Establish provisions for verifying users identity without PINs. (e.g., for use in
libraries, etc.)

Providing more options to apply for a Individual Number Card and promoting its
use.

5. Addition of kana characters indicating names' pronunciation

(My Number Act, Residential Basic Book Act)

to information registered in family registers.

The use of Individual Number is to be allowed for administrative procedures
that are equivalent to those already permitted under the My Number Act.

*Addition of specific administrative procedures that can use Individual Number must pass

through legal amendment as in the past. [ ]

In regard to administrative procedures for which the use of Individual Number
is permitted by the My Number Act, personal information exchange will be
authorized ministerial ordinance.

*Records of information exchange can be browsed on ID portal site, “Mynaportal”.

Shorter timeframe required to develop rules for personal information
exchange.

3. Integration of Individual Number Card and Health

Insurance Card

(My Number Act, various health insurance act) -

A face photograph will no longer be required for Individual Number Cards
issued to infants.

With the termination of the health insurance card, a "certificate of eligibility"
will be issued for those, upon their request, that cannot receive online
eligibility verification by means of Individual Number Card so that they can
receive healthcare services provided by health insurance.

Enabling smooth healthcare services for all insured persons.

(Family Register Act, Residential Basic Book Act, Domestic Relations Case Procedure Act, My
Number Act, Japanese Public Key Infrastructure Act)

Kana characters indicating names' pronunciation are added to information
registered in family registers, certificates of residence, etc.

Kana characters indicating names' pronunciation are added to the ‘ g
information registered on the Individual Number Card. i

Notarized kana characters can be used for identification in various procedures.

6. Promotion of registration of bank accounts to receive official

benefits

(Act of registration of bank accounts to receive official benefits)

The pension account is to be registered as an account to receive official benefit,
if the pensioner's consent is obtained or no response is received after the
notification.

(*1) The registered account is limited to official benefit payment.

(*2) The government will publicize the policy before the implementation.

= Simplified registration and faster benefits payment for those not familiar with

digital technology.

The Act will mostly be implemented within one year and three months from the date
of proclamation.
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
