The Tramway Act

1. Content of the Act

The Tramway Act is a business regulation governing tramways constructed for public
transportation purposes (Article 1). It provides for, among other matters, the granting of a
business license (Article 3), the principles that tramways are to be laid upon roadways (Article
2), the approval for construction works (Article 5), and the approval for establishing fares and
charges (Article 11).

Tramways are laid upon roadways and are intended to complement road traffic. Accordingly,
they are regulated under a legal framework separate from the one governing railways, which are
generally laid within dedicated rights-of-way.
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
