Basic Act on Traffic Safety Measures (Outline)

The purpose (Article 1)

Promoting traffic safety measures in a comprehensive and planned manner, thereby
contributing to the enhancement of public welfare

Councils for traffic safety measures (Articles 14 through 21)

(1) Establishing the National Council for Traffic Safety Measures within
the Cabinet Office

Chairperson: The Prime Minister

(2) Establishing a Prefectural Council for Traffic Safety Measures in a
prefecture

Chairperson: The Prefectural Governor

(3) Enabling to establish a Municipal Council for Traffic Safety Measures
in a municipality

Reporting to the Diet (Article 13)

The government submits a report to the Diet every year on the status of
traffic accidents, a plan for the policy concerning traffic safety, and an
outline of a policy taken in relation to traffic safety.

Traffic safety plans (Articles 22 through 28)

(1) The National Council for Traftic Safety Measures prepares a Traffic
Safety Basic Plan concerning the following matters.

(2) The Prime Minister may make any necessary recommendations to the
head of a designated administrative body regarding the implementation of
the Traffic Safety Basic Plan.

(3) The head of the designated administrative body prepares a Traffic
Safety Operational Plan.

(4) A Prefectural Council for Traffic Safety Measures prepares a
Prefectural Traffic Safety Plan and a Prefectural Traffic Safety
Implementation Plan.

(5) A Municipal Council for Traffic Safety Measures may prepare a
Municipal Traffic Safety Plan.

OResponsibilities of the national government, local governments, entities
that construct roads , vehicle manufacturers, vehicle users, vehicle drivers,
pedestrians, and residents

OConsideration of traffic safety in policies of the national government
and a local government

Basic national government policy (Articles 29 through 37)
(1) Improvement of the traffic environment
(2) Dissemination of knowledge on traffic safety
(3) Securing the safe driving or operation of vehicles
(4) Securing the safety of vehicles
(5) Maintaining the order of traffic
(6) Improvement of the rescue system in case of an emergency
(7) Optimization of compensation for damage
(8) Promoting science and technology.

*A local government implements a policy equivalent to that of the
national government. (Article 38)
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
