Chapter 1 General Provisions (Articlel, Article2)

OPurpose of the Civil Aeronautics Act

The purpose of this Act is to achieve the development of aviation, and thereby increase public welfare by taking the following measures in accordance with the provisions of the
Convention on International Civil Aviation, and in compliance with the standards, practices and procedures adopted as annexes to the Convention:

(1)Provide for the methods to ensure the safety of aircraft navigation and to prevent problems arising from navigation of aircraft;

(2)Ensure transportation safety and improve convenience for users through proper and rational management of business for operating aircraft, and;

(3)Take measures to promote the decarbonization of aviation, and in coordination;

(4)Specity the rules, etc. to be observed for the flight of small Unmanned Aircraft System (sUAS) to ensure its flight safety.

Chapter 8 Foreign Aircraft (Article 126 through Article 131-2)

Procedures related to the registration of aircraft, and the effect, etc. of the registration (Acquisition of
nationality, etc.) are specified.

The handling of foreign aircraft and international air transport
services by foreign nationals is specified

Chapter 3 Safety of Aircraft (Article 10 through Article 21)

The requirements that need to be satisfied to ensure the safety of aircraft
(airworthiness certification, type certification, etc.) are specified.

Chapter 9 Prevention of Harmful Actions
(Article 131-2-2 through Article 131-2-6)

Chapter 4 Airmen (Article 22 through Article 36)

The qualifications, etc. (airmen competence certification, aviation medical certification, aviation
English proficiency certification, etc.) for persons engaged in aviation duties are specified.

The formulation of basic policy on the prevention of harmful
actions, and the implementation of security screening, etc. are
specified.

Chapter S Airways, Airports, etc. and Air Navigation Facilities (Article 37 through Article 56-5)

Permission regarding the establishment of an airport, etc. and the air navigation facilities, the obligations of the
establisher, limitations regarding objects around the airport, and prohibited actions inside the airport, etc. are
specified.

Chapter 10 Promotion of the Decarbonization of Aviation
(Article 131-2-7 through Article 131-2-13)

A certification for Plan for the Promotion of Decarbonization in
Air Transport, etc. is specified.

Chapter 6 Operation of Aircraft, etc. (Article 57 through Article 99-15)

The methods of operation of aircraft, the equipment that should be installed in aircraft, the
standards for the air crew and matters related to human factors training, etc. are specified.

Chapter 11 small Unmanned Aircraft System
(Article 132 through Article 132-92)

The necessary restrictions (small Unmanned Aircraft System (sUAS)
registration, safety, SUAS pilot competence certification, flight ways, etc.) for
the flight of sSUAS are specified.

Chapter 7 Air Transport Services, etc. (Article 100 through Article 125)

The licensing of the persons who conduct air transport services and the obligations of air carriers, etc.
(safety management, formulation and authorization of operations manuals/maintenance manuals,
formulation and authorization of conditions of carriage, notification of tariffs, etc.) are specified.
